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and help acquire quality and ‘readily deployable’ talent and drastically reduce hiring and training costs. This also
ensures that colleges that have PurpleLeap Career Centres, and students thereof, have more opportunities for
recruitment.

The State of Andhra Pradesh accounts for over 20% of the graduate students and over 35% of engineering
students in the country and has clearly been at the forefront of India’s IT growth. The NASSCOM-KPMG report
projects Andhra Pradesh to achieve Rs.69,000 crores in software export turnover and seeks to create
employment for 3 lakh employees by the year 2009. Recognising this potential, PurpleLeap chose to start its
operations first in AP, ahead of all other states in the country.

PurpleLeap’s expansion plans include immediate forays into Karnataka and Tamil Nadu; and to the rest of India
by the end of the year.
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
